Bud Casazza shared the passing of his classmate, William 
Baiocchi, in 2024, and noted the distinguished honor of 
his upcoming interment at Arlington National Cemetery. 
Baiocchi earned the Bronze Star in recognition of his 
honorable service in the United States Army during the 
Vietnam War, noteably Cambodia where he saw action.

Beyond his valor in combat, Baiocchi was a devoted husband, a father of two, 
and a grandfather to four. He earned both a Bachelor’s degree and a MBA 
from Wayne State University and went on to a distinguished career of more 
than 30 years in hospital administration. In retirement he taught Sunday 
School, volunteered for the USO, and played golf and the banjo!
